The Delta Reform Act of 2009 requires the Delta Plan to include performance measures that 
enable the Council to track progress in meeting its objectives. In compliance with the Act, the 
Council’s Delta Plan includes a suite of performance measures organized by Delta Plan goal 
and strategy. As stated in the Act, the Plan’s “initial set of performance measures will be 
expanded and refined after adoption of the Delta Plan and will be considered for inclusion in 
subsequent updates of the Delta Plan”. The work to identify those refinements has been 
completed through a multi-phase approach with several reports provided to the Council, 
including July and December 2014 and August 2015.  

PURPOSE 
On November 9th 2015 a public workshop will be convened to allow interested parties the 
opportunity to comment on staff refinement recommendations specifically related to Delta Plan 
‘output’ and ‘outcome’ performance measures. The workshop agenda is organized in five 
topical areas corresponding to a specific chapter of the Delta Plan (see agenda on following 
page). The goal of the workshop is to obtain public input for staff consideration as staff 
prepares to report their final recommendations to the Council during the December 2015 
council meeting.
