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Annual probability of flooding is the percent
chance that an island will flood each year due
to levee failure considering both hydraulic risk
(high water, seepage, etc.) and seismic risk
(potential for an earthquake to damage levees).

Annual Rate of Flooding
0.5%-1% or (between 1-in-200 and 1-in-100)
1%-2% or (between 1-in-100 and 1-in-50)
2%-4% or (between 1-in-50 and 1-in-25)
4%-5% or (between 1-in-25 and 1-in-20)
5%-10% or (between 1-in-20 and 1-in-10)
> 10% (greater than 1-in-10 years)
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
